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 Information for families new to the school
The school has maintained an active Level 3 Travel Plan for since 2003. In 2014 we won the regional Modeshift award, presented by the Minister for Transport at the national conference and in 2020 this Gold Standard accreditation was re-awarded for the third time and our renewal application will be submitted shortly. In 2019, we were re-awarded our Green flag as an Eco school. We are very proud of our work to give people sustainable ways to travel to school and hope to keep this going with every new Foundation Stage class or family to the school.

A School Travel Plan Working Group, consisting of parents, villagers, staff, governors and representatives of the pre-school and parish council, compile the school travel plan and review the road safety policy.

Our travel plan concentrates on ways of reducing congestion around the school gate, develops road safety awareness and encourages walking and cycling at least some of the way to school. Several initiatives are in place. These include:

Pedestrian Awareness and Independent travel training
Ideas for parents to support their children with this as part of road safety and communicated via the newsletter and aspects introduced in class. This is expanded on in Year 6 in preparation for independent travel to secondary schools.

Cycle and Scooter training

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Junior Road Safety Officers

PARKING RESTRICTIONS AROUND THE SCHOOL GATE
These are in place to increase safety and decrease pollution around this area. We have yellow zig zags and have white lines painted but the no parking/drop off zone extends past these. 
Of particular concern:
· Parking on Chilton Road, past the Carters Lane junction on towards Easington. 
Cars are having to move across to the other side of the carriageway to come down the hill. This means that cars turning left out of Carters Lane are meeting cars on the wrong side of the road. This is an accident waiting to happen. PLEASE DO NOT PARK HERE.
· Parking on Chilton Road beyond Whitefriars. This affects the sight lines for pedestrians crossing Chilton Road to get to the school.
